Re: Edgware Community Hospital Consultation
We are writing to express our objections to proposals for the development of the land at Edgware Hospital. 

Barnet Labour has previously urged greater co-ordination and dialogue between the Council and the local NHS CCG to plan health services within regeneration areas and across the Borough. In this area of such intense housing development along the Edgware Road the impact on local health services and the wider local infrastructure urgently needs to be better planned.
We also note that this is a ‘Phase 1’ development and are concerned what may be intended for further phases given the pressures from overdevelopment and the consequences for future decisions on health services. This is a vital and well-used community hospital and residents are already very concerned that the walk-in centre remains closed. 
 Although it is claimed that there will be no net loss to existing patient parking, we are aware that this car park is vital for users of the walk-in centre, many of whom are brought in needing urgent treatment, cannot walk or have mobility issues. It is not generally feasible for these patients to walk long distances or use public transport. 

The impact of the loss of the car park and the staff spaces would be dreadful in the roads nearby the hospital, where there are already serious congestion and parking problems, which would be made intolerable should displaced parking appear there.

Therefore, we urge you to retain the existing car park and plan only to develop the buildings and other land at the front of the hospital.
We would also like to know whether any of the 129 proposed new units will be for social housing.
